Sophomores wishing to Dual-Enroll at Delta College as a junior must take the PLAN or the PSAT test.   
 
Sophomores will be attending the Career Pathways Open House from 8:30am till 10:00am on Friday, Octo-
ber 23, 2009.  Students will be able to interact with professionals representing over 200 different careers.  
The purpose of the time at Delta is to gather useful information from career professionals in many fields 
that will help students make choices and decisions about their career goals.  Students will be bringing 
home permission slips for parents to sign in order for them to attend. 
 

Seniors received their Senior Time Table at registration. This is the official notification of upcoming dates.

All Freshmen will be taking the MEAP in the area of Social Studies in October. 
 
Parents of 10th and 11th graders: 
The PSAT—Preliminary Scholastic Assessment Test is being offered on Saturday, October 17th, 2009, at 
8:00 a.m. in the commons at Western High School (students please arrive 10 minutes early). The PSAT is 
a 2 hour and 10 minute test given primarily to juniors, but sophomores are also eligible to take it for prac-
tice. Skills tested are critical reading, mathematics, and writing. This test is recommended if you are plan-
ning on going to college because it compares your scores to other college bound juniors and shows areas 
of weakness that you can try and improve on before graduating from high school. ALSO, if you plan on 
dual enrolling (taking classes at Delta) either your junior or senior year you must have taken the PLAN test 
or the PSAT test to be eligible. Cost of the test is $15.00 (no checks please) and you can sign up in the 
guidance office. Deadline to sign up is Friday, October 9th.You can contact Ms. Sebald in the guidance of-
fice if you need additional information

Dear Parents/Guardians, Students and Friends of Bay City Public Schools, 
 

We are very excited as the 2009-10 school year got off to a terrific start!   

 
We had the final five school buildings under construction this past summer:  Washington Elementary, Kolb Elementary, 

MacGregor Elementary, Mackensen Elementary, and Handy Middle School.  Most of the work was completed by the start 
of school.  Some work has continued into fall, particularly on the exterior of Washington Elementary.  There will be some 

minor remaining bond projects during the school year and some outside work needed on building grounds, such as the 
Central courtyard, that will occur in Spring 2010. 

 

Student enrollment is slightly higher than we had anticipated with the state of our economy and declining birth rates.  
Last year, we had 9,094 students.  Originally this year, we estimated an enrollment of 8,924.  Our enrollment to date, 

although not yet official, is about 50 students over that estimate. To accommodate the higher student numbers, we 
have added classrooms as well as teachers and teacher aides at eight of our 14 school buildings.  

 

Other items of interest to share: 
As part of our push on technology, the District re-designed our main webpage at www.bcschools.net.   If you have not 

visited it yet, please check it out and let us know what you think.  Our goal is that the webpage will be easier to navi-
gate for community, parents, staff, and students. On a similar note, one of our goals underway this year and thereafter 

is to update school webpage information regularly. 
 

For the second straight year, one of our art teachers has received the Michigan Art Education Association’s elementary 

―Art Educator of the Year‖ award.  This year’s recipient, Ms. Colleen DeSanto, teaches at McAlear Elementary and at 
Kolb Elementary.  We are very proud of Ms. DeSanto who symbolizes the hard work and dedication of our teachers.  

Last year’s award recipient was Diane Brown who teaches at Auburn Elementary, Forest, and Kolb Elementary. 
 

On September 22 we hosted the Taiwanese delegation at Western High School.  The Taiwanese government and Bay 

City Public Schools have partnered on the Mandarin Chinese language program.  This year we have nearly 200 students 
at our middle and high schools taking Mandarin Chinese as one of our foreign languages. 

 
In September, our board of education approved the purchase of new foreign language textbooks for French, German, 

Spanish, and Mandarin Chinese as part of our regular textbook replacement schedule put in place several years ago.  

 
Our middle school and high school security camera systems will be installed during October and November. 

 
As a reminder, we are holding an open house at our newly renovated school buildings on Sunday October 18 from 2:00 

– 4:00 p.m.  Elementary schools renovated with our May 2006 bond initiative are Kolb, Linsday, MacGregor, Mackensen, 
McAlear-Sawden and Washington. Other schools included in the renovation project were Handy Middle School, the 

Western Middle/High School complex and Central High.  Thanks to the support of our community, the school buildings 

look awesome and have significant renovations from heating and cooling to the electrical systems, floors and windows 
along with many other changes.  If you have a chance, please visit any of those schools that afternoon. 

 
Finally, related to the H1N1 flu concern, our schools are stocked with soap and hand sanitizer and are cleaned regularly.  

Information has been provided to parents and students about ways to help minimize the chance of getting sick, includ-

ing the most important way which is washing hands thoroughly on a regular basis.  We are also working closely with our 
local health officials.

Opt-Out Testing 
Opt-out testing for the Winter term will be held the week of November 16, 2009.  Applications will be available in the 

Counseling Center on Monday, October 12th.  Completed applications will be due to counselors no later than Monday, 
October 19th.  Study material can be picked up from Mrs. Erin Sullivan on Monday, October 26th between 7:00 am 

and 3:00 pm.  There is a $20.00 deposit required for each book.  Please see your counselor or Mrs. Erin Sullivan if 

you have questions. 
 

 

Flu Prevention Reminders! 
As you may know, flu can be easily spread from person to person. Therefore, we are taking steps to re-
duce the spread of flu in our schools; we want to keep them open to students and functioning in a normal 
manner during this flu season. But, we need your help to do this.  
 
We will work closely with the Bay County Health Department to monitor flu conditions and make decisions 
about the best steps to take concerning our schools. Here are a few things you can do to help ï teaching 
these good habits to your children at home and modeling them yourselves. 

 

Teach your children to wash their hands  often with soap and water (or an alcohol-based hand sani-

tizer when soap and water are not available). The most common route of infection starts with germs on the 
hands which then spread when touching eyes, nose and mouth. 
 

Teach your children not to share personal items  like drinks, food or unwashed utensils. Talk about 

ways to safely share items, like pouring drinks into a cup and breaking off food samples from an area that 
hasnôt been bitten. 

 

Teach your children  to cover their coughs and sneezes with tissues  (or use a shoulder, elbow, 

arm or sleeve when a tissue is unavailable). If using a handkerchief, apply the ñuse it once and wash itò 
rule. 

 

Know the signs and symptoms of the flu.  Symptoms of the flu include fever, cough, sore throat, a 

runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache, and feeling very tired. Some people may also vomit or have 
diarrhea. 

 

Build immunity with a healthy lifestyle.  Tips for a healthy lifestyle include getting plenty of rest 
(experts recommend 10-12 hours per night for pre-schoolers, 10 hours per night for kids between the ages 
of 6 and 9; 9 hours a night for those between 10 and 12; and 8 to 9.5 hours a night for teens). A balanced 
diet, avoiding unnecessary stress and getting regular exercise are additional healthy lifestyle tips. 

 

Keep sick children at home  for at least 24 hours after they no longer have fever or do not have signs 

of fever, without using fever-reducing drugs. Keeping children with a fever at home will reduce the number 
of people who may get infected. 

 
Of course, thereôs no way to guarantee that kids will never catch a cold or flu, but doing our best to stay 
healthy is a great start.

Young people between the ages of 16 and 21 may participate.  Youths traveling must be of good 
health, both mentally and physically and be willing to learn new customs and cultures.  Knowledge 
of foreign languages is not mandatory, except in Spain and France where they participate must 
have previously studied at least 2 years of French or Spanish.  However some knowledge of the 
country that a youth choose to travel is helpful. 
 
Each cultural exchange is approximately three to five weeks long, depending on the country to be 
visited.  Youths traveling on the program are responsible for their fees and fares, but may write to 
local Lions clubs and organizations to request sponsorship and help.  Youths traveling on the    
program will stay with Lion approved families.  You must have your application in by February 1st 
2010.  All applications must be filled out on the line and emailed back to the State Chair           
person...You will need a copy of your passport. 
 
We are also looking for families who would like to host a youth for three to six weeks in the winter 
or summer months.
