Dear Parents/Guardians, Students and Friends of Bay City Public Schools,
Spring has arrived; hopefully we won't get more snow though I am sure students would welcome another snow day.

Certificate of Completion: Recently, we've had a great deal of discussion related to Certificates of Completion,
which is essentially a state-wide alternative to a diploma. The rationale is that in certain situations, a particular stu-
dent may not be able to meet the new rigorous Michigan Merit Curriculum. Some school districts have approved it.
We've decided that, unless mandated, our district does not plan to use this approach. Bottom line — we want our stu-
dents to obtain diplomas.

MEAP: The recently released 2009 MEAP scores indicate Bay City was either at or above State averages in most ar-
eas. Still, we need to continue to improve. We are developing or have developed intervention classrooms and pro-
grams to help students who are struggling in reading and math.

Presidential Challenge: Central and Western High Schools have entered the President’s_nation-wide challenge to
compete for the President to speak at a high school commencement ceremony this year.

Financial: As I noted in last month’s communication, we are looking at a 7-7.5 million dollar reduction for 2010-11.
The District has taken two significant steps to address our financial issues. First, we reduced the budget $1.6 million
mid-year. Second, 87 school employees are retiring through an incentive program with the possibility of more if the
Governor’s retirement plan is approved yet this year.

The State revenue estimates still indicate an education funding hole that would put us down by roughly $448 per stu-
dent. If the State approves a budget by June and has a plan in place to fund this education hole, we may not have to
cut nearly as much as being planned. If the State budget talks, however, drag on into September like they have in
the past few years, schools will have little choice but to make larger cuts. We are required to have our budget in place
by July 1 each year. If anticipated State funding doesn’t materialize and schools are already in session, the problem
would be much worse. Unfortunately, there comes a point where you cannot avoid visible impact on programs and
services at a time when we need to be doing more to help our students achieve.
